Argus then eliminates any security that does not have a current “Buy” rating
from Argus Research Company. A “Buy” rating means that Argus Research

Company estimates a security to deliver a risk-adjusted return that beats the
S&P 500 Index over the next 12 months.

From the remaining securities, Argus selects a final portfolio of at least 25
securities (approximately equally weighted) that they believe have the
potential to best achieve the trust’s investment objective.

Risk Considerations
